11 And the priest that
maketh him clean shall present the
man that is to be made clean, and
those things, before the LORD, at the
door of the tabernacle of the
congregation: 12 And the priest shall



take one he lamb, and offer himfor a
trespass offering, and the log of oil,
and wave them for a wave offering
before the LORD: 13 And he shall
slay the lamb in the place where he
shall kill the sin offering and the
burnt of fering, in the holy place: for
as the sin offering is the priest's, so
is the trespass offering: it is most
holy: 14 And the priest shall take
some of the blood of the trespass
offering, and the priest shall put it
upon the tip of the right ear of hi m
that is to be cleansed, and upon the
thumb of his right hand, and upon
the great toe of hisright foot: 15 And
the priest shall take some of the
log of ail, and pour it into the palm
of his own left hand: 16 And the
priest shall dip hisright finger in the
oil that is in his left hand, and shall
sprinkle of the oil with his finger
seven times before the LORD: 17
And of therest of the oil that isin his
hand shall the priest put upon the tip
of the right ear of him that is to be
cleansed, and upon the thumb of his
right hand, and upon the great
toe of his right foot, upon the blood
of the trespass offering: 18 And the
remnant of the oil that is in the
priest's hand he shall pour upon the
head of him that is to be cleansed:
and the priest shall make an
atonement for him before the LORD.
19 And the priest shall offer the sin
offering, and make an atonement for
him that is to be cleansed from his
uncleanness; and afterward he shall
kill the burnt offering: 20 And the
priest shall offer the burnt offering
and the meat offering upon the altar:
and the priest shall make an
atonement for him, and he shall be
clean. 21 And if he be poor, and
cannot get so much; then he shall

take one lamb for a trespass offering
to be waved, to make an atonement
for him, and one tenth deal of fine
flour mingled with oil for a meat
offering, and a log of oil; 22 And two
turtledoves, or two young pigeons,
such as heis able to get; and the one
hall be a sin offering, and the other a
burnt offering. 23 And he shall bring
them on the eighth day for his
cleansing unto the priest, unto the
door of the tabernacle of the
congregation, before the LORD. 24
And the priest shall take the lamb of
the trespass offering, and the log of
oil, and the priest s hall wave them
for a wave offering before the
LORD: 25 And he shall kill the lamb
of the trespass offering, and the
priest shall take some of the blood of
the trespass offering, and put it upon
the tip of the right ear of him that is
to be cleansed, and upon the thumb
of hisright hand, and upon the great
toe of his right foot: 26 And the
priest shall pour of the ail into the
palm of his own left hand: 27 And
the priest shall sprinkle with his
right finger some of the oil that isin
his left han d seven times before the
LORD: 28 And the priest shall put of
the oil that isin his hand upon the tip
of the right ear of him that is to be
cleansed, and upon the thumb of his
right hand, and upon the great toe of
his right foot, upon the place of t he
blood of the trespass offering: 29
And the rest of the ail that is in the
priest's hand he shall put upon the
head of him that is to be cleansed, to
make an atonement for him before
the LORD. 30 And he shall offer the
one of the turtledoves, or of the
young pigeons, such as he can get;
31 Even such as he is able to get, the
one for a sin offering, and the other
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for a burnt offering, with the meat
offering: and the priest shall make
an atonement for him that is to be
cleansed before the LORD. 32 This
is the law of him in whom is the
plague of leprosy, whose hand is not
able to get that which pertaineth
to hisleansing.

22 And the
men turned their faces from thence,
and went toward Sodom: but
Abraham stood yet before the LORD.
23 And Abraham drew near, and
said, Wilt thou also destroy the
righteous with the wicked? 24
Peradventure there be fifty ri
ghteous within the city: wilt thou
also destroy and not spare the place

for the fifty righteous that are
therein? 25 That be far from thee to
do after this manner, to say the
righteous with the wicked: and that
the righteous should be as the
wicked, that be far from thee: Shall
not the Judge of all the earth do
right? 26 And the LORD said, If |
find in Sodom fifty righteous within
the city, then | will spare all the
place for thelr sakes. 27 And
Abraham answered and said, Behold
now, | have tak en upon me to speak
unto the Lord, which am but dust
and ashes: 28 Peradventure there
shall lack five of the fifty righteous:
wilt thou destroy all the city for lack
of five? And he said, If | find there
forty and five, | will not destroy it. 29
And he spake unto him yet again,
and said, Peradventure there shall
be forty found there. And he said, |
will not do it for forty's sake. 30 And
he said unto him, Oh let not the Lord
be angry, and | will speak:
Peradventure there shall thirty be
found th ere. And he said, | will not
do it, if | find thirty there. 31 And he
said, Behold now, | have taken upon
me to speak unto the Lord:
Peradventure there shall be twenty
found there. And he said, | will not
destroy it for twenty's sake. 32 And
he said, Oh let not the Lord be
angry, and | will speak yet but this
once: Peradventure ten shall be
found there. And he said, | will not
destroy it for ten's sake. 33 And the
LORD went his way, as soon as he
had left communing with Abraham:
and Abraham retu rned unto his
place.

Genesis 19:1-28 And there came two
angels to Sodom at even; and Lot sat
in the gate of Sodom: and Lot seeing



them rose up to meet them; and he
bowed himself with his face toward
the ground; 2 And he said, Behold
now, my lords, turn in, | pray you,
into your servant's house, and tarry
all night, and wash your feet, and ye
shall rise up early, and go on your
ways. And they said, Nay; but we
will abide in the street all night. 3
And he pressed upon them greatly;
and they turned in unto him, and
entered into his house; and he made
them a feast, and did bake
unleavened bread, and they did eat.
4 But before they lay down, the men
of the city, even the men of Sodom,
compassed the house round, both old
and young, all the people from every
quarter: 5 And they called unto Lot,
and said unto him, Where are the
men which came in to thee this
night? bring them out unto us, that
we may know them. 6 And Lot went
out at the door unto them, and shut
the door after him, 7 And said, | pray
you, brethr en, do not so wickedly. 8
Behold now, | have two daughters
which have not known man; let me, |
pray you, bring them out unto you,
and do ye to them as is good in your
eyes. only unto these men do
nothing; for therefore came they
under the shadow of my roof. 9 And
they said, Stand back. And they said
again, This one fellow came in to
sojourn, and he will needs be a
judge: now will we deal worse with
thee, than with them. And they
pressed sore upon the man, even Lot,
and came near to break the door. 10
But the men put forth their hand, and
pulled Lot into the house to them,
and shut to the door. 11 And they
smote the men that were at the door
of the house with blindness, both
small and great: so that they wearied

themselves to find the door. 12 And
the men said unto Lot, Hast thou
here any besides? son in law, and thy
sons, and thy daughters, and
whatsoever thou hast in the city,
bring them out of this place: 13 For
we will destroy this place, because
the cry of them is waxen great befor
e the face of the LORD; and the
LORD hath sent us to destroy it. 14
And Lot went out, and spake unto his
sons in law, which married his
daughters, and said, Up, get you out
of this place; for the LORD will
destroy this city. But he seemed as
one that mocked unto his sonsin law.
15 And when the morning arose,
then the angels hastened Lot, saying,
Arise, take thy wife, and thy two
daughters, which are here; lest thou
be consumed in the iniquity of the
city. 16 And while he lingered, the
men laid hold upon his hand, and
upon the hand of his wife, and upon
the hand of his two daughters; the
LORD being merciful unto him: and
they brought him forth, and set him
without the city. 17 And it came to
pass, when they had brought them
forth abroad, th at he said, Escape
for thy life; look not behind thee,
neither stay thou in all the plain;
escape to the mountain, lest thou be
consumed. 18 And Lot said unto
them, Oh, not so, my Lord: 19
Behold now, thy servant hath found
grace in thy sight, and th ou hast
magnified thy mercy, which thou hast
shewed unto me in saving my life;
and | cannot escape to the mountain,
lest some evil take me, and | die: 20
Behold now, this city is near to flee
unto, and it is a little one: Oh, let me
escape thither, (isit not a little one?)
and my soul shall live. 21 And he
said unto him, See, |1 have accepted
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thee concerning this thing also, that |
will not overthrow this city, for the
which thou hast spoken. 22 Haste
thee, escape thither; for | cannot do
any thing till thou be come thither.
Therefore the name of the city was
called Zoar. 23 The sun was risen
upon the earth when Lot entered into
Zoar. 24 Then the LORD rained
upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah
brimstone and fire from the LORD
out of heaven; 25 And he overthrew
those cities, and all the plain, and all
the inhabitants of the cities, and that
which grew upon the ground. 26 But
his wife looked back from behind
him, and she became a pillar of salt.
27 And Abraham gat up early in the
morning to the place where he stood
before the LORD: 28 And he looked
toward Sodom and Gomorrah, and
toward all the land of the plain, and
beheld, and, lo, the smoke of the
country went up as the smoke of a
furnace.

And she
answered, | dwell among mine own

people. 14 And he said, What then is
to be done for her? And Gehaz
answered, Verily she hath no child,
and her husband is old. 15 And he
said, Call her. And when he had
called her, she stood in the door. 16
And he said, About this season,
according to the ti me of life, thou
shalt embrace a son. And she said,
Nay, my lord, thou man of God, do
not lie unto thine handmaid. 17 And
the woman conceived, and bare a
son at that season that Elisha had
said unto her, according to the time
of life. 18 And when the child was
grown, it fell on a day, that he went
out to his father to the reapers. 19
And he said unto his father, My
head, my head. And he said to a lad,
Carry him to his mother. 20 And
when he had taken him, and brought
him to his mother, he sat on her
knees till noon, and then died. 21
And she went up, and laid him on the
bed of the man of God, and shut the
door upon him, and went out. 22 And
she called unto her husband, and
said, Send me, | pray thee, one of the
young men, and one of the asses, that
| may run to the man of God, and
come again. 23 And he said,
Wherefore wilt thou go to him to
day? it is neither new moon, nor
sabbath. And she said, It shall be
well. 24 Then she saddled an ass,
and said to her servant, Drive, and
go forwar d; slack not thy riding for
me, except | bid thee. 25 So she went
and came unto the man of God to
mount Carmel. And it came to pass,
when the man of God saw her afar
off, that he said to Gehaz his
servant, Behold, yonder is that
Shunammite: 26 Run now, | pray
thee, to meet her, and say unto her,
Isit well with thee? isit well with thy



husband? is it well with the child?
And she answered, It is well. 27 And
when she came to the man of God to
the hill, she caught him by the feet:
but Gehazi cam e near to thrust her
away. And the man of God said, Let
her alone; for her soul is vexed
within her: and the LORD hath hid it
from me, and hath not told me. 28
Then she said, Did | desire a son of
my lord? did | not say, Do not
deceive me? 29 Then he said to
Gehaz, Gird up thy loins, and take
my staff in thine hand, and go thy
way: if thou meet any man, salute
him not; and if any salute thee,
answer him not again: and lay my
staff upon the face of the child. 30
And the mother of the child said, As
the LORD liveth, and as thy soul
liveth, 1 will not leave thee. And he
arose, and followed her. 31 And
Gehaz passed on before them, and
laid the staff upon the face of the
child; but there was neither voice,
nor hearing. Wherefore he went
again to meet him, and told him,
saying, The child is not awaked. 32
And when Elisha was come into the
house, behold, the child was dead,
and laid upon his bed. 33 He went in
therefore, and shut the door upon
them twain, and prayed unto the
LORD. 34 And he went up, and lay
upon the child, and put his mouth
upon his mouth, and his eyes upon
his eyes, and his hands upon his
hands. and he stretched himself upon
the child; and the flesh of the child
waxed warm. 35 Then he returned,
and walked in the house to and fro;
and went up, and stretched himself
upon him: and the child sneezed
seven times, and the child opened his
eyes. 36 And he called Gehaz, and
said, Call this Shunammite. So he
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called her. And when she was come
in unto him, he said, Take up thy son.
37 Then she went in, and fell at his
feet, and bowed herself to the
ground, and took up her son, and
went out.

14 For thus saith the LORD God of
Israel, The barrel of meal shall not
waste, neither shall the cruse of oil
fail, until the day that the LORD
sendeth rain upon the earth. 15 And
she went and did according to the
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saying of Elijah: and she, and he,
and her house, did eat many days. 16
And the barrel of meal wasted not,
neither did the cruse of oil fail,
according to the word of the LORD,
which he spake by Elijah. 17 And it
came to pass after these things, that
the son of the woman, the mistress of
the house, fell sick; and his sickness
was so sore, that there was n o
breath left in him. 18 And she said
unto Elijah, What have | to do with
thee, O thou man of God? art thou
come unto me to call my sin to
remembrance, and to slay my son?
19 And he said unto her, Give me thy
son. And he took him out of her
bosom, an d carried him up into a
loft, where he abode, and laid him
upon his own bed. 20 And he cried
unto the LORD, and said, O LORD
my God, hast thou also brought evil
upon the widow with whom |
sojourn, by slaying her son?

5 It shall be a place for the
spreading of nets in the midst of the
sea: for | have spoken it, saith the
Lord GOD: and it shall become a
gpoil to the nations. 6 And her
daughterswhich are in the field shall
be dlain by the sword; and they shall
know that | amthe LORD. 7 For thus
saith the Lord GOD; Behold, | will
bring upon Tyrus Nebuchadrezzar
king of Baby lon, a king of kings,



from the north, with horses, and with
chariots, and with horsemen, and
companies, and much people. 8 He
shall day with the sword thy
daughters in the field: and he shall
make a fort against thee, and cast a
mount against thee, and lift up the
buckler against thee. 9 And he shall
set engines of war against thy walls,
and with his axes he shall break
down thy towers. 10 By reason of the
abundance of his horses their dust
shall cover thee: thy walls shall
shake at the noise of the horsemen,
and of the wheels, and of the
chariots, when he shall enter into thy
gates, as men enter into a city
wherein is made a breach. 11 With
the hoofs of his horses shall he tread
down all thy streets. he shall slay thy
people by the sword, and thy strong
garrisons shall go down to the
ground. 12 And they shall make a
spoil of thy riches, and make a prey
of thy merchandise: and they shall
break down thy walls, and destroy
thy pleasant houses. and they shall
lay thy stones and thy timbe r and thy
dust in the midst of the water. 13 And
| will cause the noise of thy songs to
cease; and the sound of thy harps
shall be no more heard. 14 And | will
make thee like the top of a rock: thou
shalt be a place to spread nets upon;
thou shalt be built no more: for | the
LORD have spoken it, saith the Lord
GOD. 15 Thus saith the Lord GOD
to Tyrus, Shall not the isles shake at
the sound of thy fall, when the
wounded cry, when the slaughter is
made in the midst of thee? 16 Then
all the princes of the sea shall come
down from their thrones, and lay
away their robes, and put off their
broidered garments. they shall
clothe themselves with trembling;

they shall sit upon the ground, and
shall tremble at every moment, and
be astonished at thee. 17 And they
shall take up a lamentation for thee,
and say to thee, How art thou
destroyed, that wast inhabited of
seafaring men, the renowned city,
which wast strong in the sea, she and
her inhabitants, which cause their
terror to be on all that hau nt it! 18
Now shall the isles tremble in the
day of thy fall; yea, the isles that are
in the sea shall be troubled at thy
departure. 19 For thus saith the Lord
GOD; When | shall make thee a
desolate city, like the cities that are
not inhabited; when | shall bring up
the deep upon thee, and great waters
shall cover thee; 20 When | shall
bring thee down with them that
descend into the pit, with the people
of old time, and shall set thee in the
low parts of the earth, in places
desolate of old, with them that go
down to the pit, that thou be not
inhabited; and | shall set glory in the
land of the living; 21 | will make thee
a terror, and thou shalt be no more:
though thou be sought for, yet shalt
thou never be found again, saith the
Lord GOD.

Ezekiel 27:1-36 The word of the
LORD came again unto me, saying,
2 Now, thou son of man, take up a
lamentation for Tyrus, 3 And say
unto Tyrus, O thou that art situate at
the entry of the sea, which art a
merchant of the people for many
isles, Thu s saith the Lord GOD; O
Tyrus, thou hast said, | am of perfect
beauty. 4 Thy borders are in the
midst of the seas, thy builders have
perfected thy beauty. 5 They have
made all thy ship boards of fir trees
of Senir: they have taken cedars from



Lebanon to make masts for thee. 6 Of
the oaks of Bashan have they made
thine oars, the company of the
Ashurites have made thy benches of
ivory, brought out of the isles of
Chittim. 7 Fine linen with broidered
work from Egypt was that which thou
spreadest forth to be thy sail; blue
and purple from the isles of Elishah
was that which covered thee. 8 The
inhabitants of Zidon and Arvad were
thy mariners: thy wise men, O Tyrus,
that were in thee, were thy pilots. 9
The ancients of Gebal and the wise
men the reof were in thee thy
calkers: all the ships of the sea with
their mariners were in thee to
occupy thy merchandise. 10 They of
Persia and of Lud and of Phut were
in thine army, thy men of war: they
hanged the shield and helmet in thee;
they set forth thy comeliness. 11 The
men of Arvad with thine army were
upon thy walls round about, and the
Gammadims were in thy towers: they
hanged their shields upon thy walls
round about; they have made thy
beauty perfect. 12 Tarshish was thy
merchant by reaso n of the multitude
of all kind of riches; with silver, iron,
tin, and lead, they traded in thy fairs.
13 Javan, Tubal, and Meshech, they
were thy merchants: they traded the
persons of men and vessels of brass
in thy market. 14 They of the house
of To garmah traded in thy fairs with
horses and horsemen and mules. 15
The men of Dedan were thy
merchants, many isles were the
merchandise of thine hand: they
brought thee for a present horns of
ivory and ebony. 16 Syria was thy
merchant by reason of the multitude
of the wares of thy making: they
occupied in thy fairs with emeralds,
purple, and broidered work, and fine

linen, and coral, and agate. 17
Judah, and the land of Israel, they
were thy merchants: they traded in
thy market wheat of Minnith, and
Pannag, and honey, and oil, and
balm. 18 Damascus was thy
merchant in the multitude of the
wares of thy making, for the
multitude of all riches; in the wine of
Helbon, and white wool. 19 Dan also
and Javan going to and fro occupied
in thy fairs: bright iron, cassia, and
calamus, were in thy market. 20
Dedan was thy merchant in precious
clothes for chariots. 21 Arabia, and
all the princes of Kedar, they
occupied with thee in lambs, and
rams, and goats. in these were they
thy merchants. 22 The merchants of
Sheba and Raamah, they were thy
merchants: they occupied in thy fairs
with chief of all spices, and with all
precious stones, and gold. 23 Haran,
and Canneh, and Eden, the
merchants of Sheba, Asshur, and
Chilmad, were thy merchants. 24
These were thy merchantsin all sorts
of things, in blue clothes, and
broidered work, and in chests of rich
apparel, bound with cords, and made
of cedar, among thy merchandise. 25
The ships of Tarshish did sing of thee
in thy market: and thou wast re
plenished, and made very gloriousin
the midst of the seas. 26 Thy rowers
have brought thee into great waters:
the east wind hath broken thee in the
midst of the seas. 27 Thy riches, and
thy fairs, thy merchandise, thy
mariners, and thy pilots, thy calkers,
and the occupiers of thy
merchandise, and all thy men of war,
that are in thee, and in all thy
company which is in the midst of
thee, shall fall into the midst of the
seas in the day of thy ruin. 28 The



suburbs shall shake at the sound of
the cry of thy pilots. 29 And all that
handle the oar, the mariners, and all
the pilots of the sea, shall come down
from their ships, they shall stand
upon the land; 30 And shall cause
their voice to be heard against thee,
and shall cry bitterly, and shall cast
up dust upon their heads, they shall
wallow themselves in the ashes. 31
And they shall make themselves
utterly bald for thee, and gird them
with sackcloth, and they shall weep
for thee with bitterness of heart and
bitter wailing. 32 And in t her
wailing they shall take up a
lamentation for thee, and lament
over thee, saying, What city is like
Tyrus, like the destroyed in the midst
of the sea? 33 When thy wares went
forth out of the seas, thou filledst
many people; thou didst enrich the
kings of the earth with the multitude
of thy riches and of thy merchandise.
34 In the time when thou shalt be
broken by the seas in the depths of
the waters thy merchandise and all
thy company in the midst of thee
shall fall. 35 All the inhabitants o f
the isles shall be astonished at thee,
and their kings shall be sore afraid,
they shall be troubled in their
countenance. 36 The merchants
among the people shall hiss at thee;
thou shalt be a terror, and never
shalt be any more.

Ezekiel 28:1-26 The word of the
LORD came again unto me, saying,
2 Son of man, say unto the prince of
Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD;

prepared in thee in the day that thou
wast created.

have set thee so: thou wast upon the
holy mountain of God; thou hast
walke d up and down in the midst of
the stones of fire.

20 Again the word
of the LORD came unto me, saying,
21 Son of man, set thy face against
Zidon, and prophesy against it, 22
And say, Thus saith the Lord GOD;
Behold, | am against thee, O Zidon;
and | will be glorified in the mid st of
thee: and they shall know that | am
the LORD, when | shall have
executed judgments in her, and shall
be sanctified in her. 23 For | will
send into her pestilence, and blood
into her streets; and the wounded
shall be judged in the midst of her by
the sword upon her on every side;
and they shall know that | am the
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LORD. 24 And there shall be no
more a pricking brier unto the house
of Israel, nor any grieving thorn of
all that are round about them, that
despised them; and they shall know
that 1 am the Lord GOD. 25 Thus
saith the Lord GOD; When | shall
have gathered the house of Israel
from the people among whom they
are scattered, and shall be sanctified
in them in the sight of the heathen,
then shall they dwell in their land
that | have given to my servant
Jacob.
