The Bible
The Bible is not just another book. It is above all the other books and it is holy, means separated from the rest of the books.  Bible is a library of 66 books. There are 39 books  in the Old Testament and 27 in the New Testament.  The Old Testament is the period before Christ Jesus. The New Testament begins with the birth of Christ. 

Why the Bible is different from the rest of the books? 

George Washington said, “It is impossible to rightly govern the world without God and the Bible.”  Patrick Henry said, “The Bible is worth all the other books which have even been printed.” Sir Isaac Newton said, “There are more sure marks of authenticity in the Bible than any profane history.”

All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness.  (2 Timothy 3:16)

The Bible is breathed out by God but the writers are men. The Bible is not mechanically inspired by God where God directly dictated every comma and full stop but God selected these men and they wrote by the power of God’s Holy Spirit. 
For no prophecy was ever produced by the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit. (2 Peter 1:21)

The Bible  was written over a 1500-year span, during 60 generations,  written in three continents, Africa, Asia and Europe, three different languages, Hebrew, Aramaic and Greek written by 40 authors from every walk of life including kings, peasants, philosophers, fishermen, poets, statesmen, scholars, cupbearers, and others.  Written in times of war and peace, written in different moods, joy and sorrow, written on hundreds of controversial subjects like, creation, origin of man, nature of God, sin and redemption, yet there is unity in the Bible.
