What is the name of God?

Why do we have a name? There are many of us and we have a name to identify ourselves. On the other hand, God is one, we cannot name him. Yet, God who is infinite comes down to man and God has many names for us to understand him.

God is Omnipotent. The word omni comes from the Latin word omnis meaning all. Omnipotent means all-powerful. God is all-powerful. "God hath spoken once; twice have I heard this, that power belonged unto God" (Ps. 62:11). "God hath spoken once": nothing more is necessary! Heaven and earth shall pass away, but His word abides forever. God hath spoken once: how befitting His Divine majesty! We poor mortals may speak often and yet fail to be heard. He speaks but once and the thunder of His power is heard on a thousand hills. "The Lord also thundered in the heavens, and the Highest gave His voice; hailstones and coals of fire. Yea, He sent out His arrows, and scattered them; and He shot out lightings, and discomfited them. Then the channels of waters were seen and the foundations of the world were discovered at Thy rebuke, O Lord, at the blast of the breath of Thy nostrils" (Ps. 18:13-15). "God hath spoken once": behold His unchanging authority. "For who in the heaven can be compared unto the Lord? Who among the sons of the mighty can be likened unto the Lord?" (Ps. 89:6). "And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing.

God is omnipresent; means God can be in present every place at the same time.  We are finite beings and can be at one place at one time, but God is infinite. 

1 Kings 8:27; Isa 66:1 Acts 7:48-49; Ps 139:7-10

Omniscience of God. God has the knowledge of all things, he infinite but our knowledge is limited. He knows everything: everything possible, everything actual; all events, all creatures, God the past, the present and the future. He is perfectly acquainted with every detail in the life of every being in heaven, in earth and in hell. "He knoweth what is in the darkness" (Dan. 2:22). Nothing escapes Hs notice, nothing can be hidden from Him, nothing is forgotten by Him. Well may we say with the Psalmist, "Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is high, I cannot attain unto it" (Ps. 139:6). His knowledge is perfect. He never errs, never changes, and never overlooks anything. "Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in His sight: but all things are naked and opened unto the eyes of Him with whom we have to do" (Heb. 4:13). Yes, such is the God with whom "we have to do!"

God is Sovereign. He is the Creator and the ruler; he is clothed with absolute authority.

"My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My pleasure" (Isa. 46:10); "He doeth according to His will in the army of heaven, and the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay His hand" (Dan. 4:35). Divine sovereignty means that God is God in fact, as well as in name, that He is on the Throne of the universe, directing all things, working all things "after the counsel of His own will" (Eph. 1:11).
Sovereign Will of God.

He determines according to his will and we are all dependent on him

Ps 135:6 Jer 18:6; Dan 4:35; Rom 9:15-16; Eph 1:11 

God is immutable

God does not change. Therefore, he is compared to a rock. Deut 32:4. I am that I am" (Ex. 3:14); Mal 3:6; His word - (Ps. 119:89) His love John 13:1; Jer. 31:3 in his counsel Numbers 23:19; 1 Samuel 15:19; Heb 6:17; Ps. 33:11

Decrees of God. The decree of God is His purpose or determination with respect to future things. The word "decree" is found in Psalm 2:7, etc. In Ephesians 3:11 we read of His "eternal purpose." In Acts 2:23 of His "determinate counsel and foreknowledge." In Ephesians 1:9 of the mystery of His "will." In Romans 8:29 that He also did predestinate. In Ephesians 1:9 of His "good pleasure." God’s decrees are called His "counsel" to signify they are consummately wise. They are called God’s "will" to show He was under no control, but acted according to His own pleasure. When a man’s will is the rule of his conduct, it is usually capricious and unreasonable; but wisdom is always associated with "will" in the Divine proceedings, and accordingly, God’s decrees are said to be "the counsel of His own will" (Eph. 1:11).

He has also decreed every means to that end. The One who decreed the salvation of His elect also decreed to work faith in them (2 Thess. 2:13). "My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My pleasure" (Isa. 46:10): but that could not be, if His counsel depended upon a condition which might not be performed. But God "worketh all things after the counsel of His own will" (Eph. 1:11).
